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The process of making a Kanazawa Buddhist altar involves seven artisans with
individual specialties in making each part including "kiji (wooden base)", "kuden (inner
sanctuary)"”, "kijibori (wood sculpture)”, "nuri (urushi lacquering), "hakubori (wood
sculpture and gilding)", "kanagu (ornamental fine metal)", and "makie (drawing on the
urushi-painted surface)". In this exhibition, we present the multiple traditional
techniques inherited and employed by young artisans in the step-by-step process of
making a single Kanazawa Buddhist altar.
