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We introduce conceptual art pieces adapting materials which were conventionally
used for Kogei works including Japanese lacquer, ceramics, and fabrics. We explore
the true meaning of the creation through artworks which span the border between
Kogei and Art.
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The regions of Scandinavia and Hokuriku have many things in common including
cloudy, and rainy weather, and the popularity of craft making. We showcase items
produced in both of these regions reflecting their different approaches to people's
lifestyles. We hope you will enjoy the differences and similarities among these pieces
and find the one common desire of all artisans, that there will be a long-lasting
friendship between the products and the users.
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
